Story Park supports and encourages strong bridges of 
communication between parents and providers, along with other advisors or teachers that may be in the 
childõs life.

Early Learning and Child Care Curriculum Framework for Alberta, making it easier for providers to integrate the 
framework into their work and make the connections from the curriculum to their planning, documenta-
tion and goals.

At Citizen Dental Hygiene, we believe good 

oral hygiene and regular check-ups are key to 

overall good health.  

However, we are aware that many people with-

out insurance cant afford to go to the dentist 

regularly. This is why we created the KARMA 

CLEANING program. Our clinic puts aside 

30% of our profits to help subsidize the cost of a check-

up/cleaning.  

The Karma Program is for uninsured patients who need to get back 

on track with their oral health care. The cost is $200. That includes 

one hour with a hygienist, a check-up/cleaning and X-rays if needed. 

We've also created Karma for Kids so you can give your children the 

best care without the fear of unknown dental costs. Children 5 and 

under are $50 and 12 and under are $150.   

At the moment this program is only for the check-up and cleaning,

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Recipe of  the Month 
Baked Chicken Patties 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Ingredients:  

¶ 1 Whole baked chicken  

¶ 2 green chillies  

¶ 2 garlic cloves  

¶ 1 small onion  

¶ 1 tsp salt  

¶ 4 tbsp olive oil  

 

Directions :  

1. Debone baked chicken  

2. Put chicken in the food processor. Add all the other ingredients  

3. Start the food processor to mix well  

4. When it becomes a thick paste, take it out of  the food processor  

5. Make patties from this paste (any size patties, according to your choice)  

6. Heat frying pan. Put 2 or 3 patties in the frying pan, brown them on both sides  

7. Remove from fry pan and put them on a plate. You can either eat just the patties with 

ketchup or sauce, or you can make Chicken Patty Sandwiches with bread, lettuce and 

tomatoes.

Standard 3.2: Child care programs implement clear, simple practices that promote regular exchange of infor-

mation with families 

Indicators:  

¶ Provider opportunities for families to share and exchange information with the child care program  

¶ Provide families with a clear intake and orientation process before their children begin care  

¶ Promote regular communication between the family and program 

¶ Provide opportunities for the families to be involve in the programming for their children  

¶ Consult with families about proposed policy/practice and program changes that may affect them 

¶ Implement a social media policy that defines monitoring and intention, and meets the programõs outcomes  

¶ Protect the confidentiality of children, families, and colleagues

Back- Up Care Policy:  

¶ In the event that your day home provider becomes ill the Agency will attempt to offer alternate care. It is recommended that 
when you register your child you speak to your provider to see who is in her area and make arrangements to meet with them  

¶ If your provider contacts you after day home hours that her home will be closed please call the 24 hour emergency phone  
403-852-3894.
